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The Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) is an independent, not for profit, non-government
organization established to support environmentally appropriate, socially beneficial, and
economically viable management of the world's forests.

FSC’s vision is that the world’s forests meet the social, ecological, and economic rights and
needs of the present generation without compromising those of future generations.
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Foreword

The FSC trademarks are the primary communication tool for organizations seeking to
communicate responsible sourcing of forest products or wishing to promote good forest
management standards. FSC products are tracked and labeled according to the chain of
custody system, which enables consumers to identify them in stores and promotional
materials. It is vital that the trademarks are used correctly, and that no claims are made
which could be misleading as to the products which are certified or to product attributes
which are not within the scope of the FSC system.

In compiling this standard, FSC strives to achieve a balance between enabling widespread
and simple use of the trademarks, and protecting the integrity and credibility of the FSC
system.

In certain circumstances, retailers, brand owners and end users may apply to become
trademark licensees in order to promote the FSC certified products they sell, or use within
their own business activities. Only organizations in possession of a valid chain of custody
certificate are permitted to manufacture, package or label products with the FSC product
label. For full information on this, please see FSC-STD-50-001 Requirements for use of the
FSC trademarks by Certificate Holders.

Use of the FSC trademarks to promote the FSC system by non-commercial organizations
such as environmental organizations, educational establishments and the media, and by
those who are themselves part of the FSC global organization or who deliver FSC
certification services is also covered by this standard.

This document sets out the ground rules and graphic guidelines which apply to all those
categories of trademark users which are not required to have FSC certification, and clearly
defines the various uses and the trademark usage to which they may be entitled. FSC may
also provide guidance specific for each group of users which is to be used in conjunction
with this standard.

All aspects of this standard are considered to be normative, and apply to all eligible user
groups other than FSC certificate holders, including the scope, standard effective date,
references, terms and definitions, notes, tables and annexes, unless otherwise stated (e.g.
examples).

This International Standard shall be used as a normative document for FSC trademark use
by all eligible users who are not required to be in possession of a valid FSC certificate.

The Forest Stewardship Council A.C (FSC) owns three registered trademarks
e the FSC “checkmark and tree” logo,

¢ the initials “FSC” and

e the name “Forest Stewardship Council”.

In order to use the FSC trademarks, the organization shall have signed the
FSC trademark license agreement. Media users shall instead sign an
acknowledgement of receipt of the logo files.

1.2.1 Organizations shall apply to their country's Trademark Service
Provider (TSP) or, in the absence of a national or regional TSP, to the
FSC Trademark Service Unit, for access to the FSC trademark artwork.

1.2.2 Each FSC Trademark License is issued to a single legal entity and
may not be sublicensed or passed to another organization other than
one working under the instruction of the licensee to produce
promotional materials in accordance with this standard (e.g. designers,
consultants, publicity agencies).

1.2.3 The FSC trademark license code assigned by FSC shall be included
with all applications described in this standard unless stated otherwise.

Only the FSC trademark artwork and promotional statements provided by the
TSP or individually approved by the TSP shall be used.

A promotional statement or other explanatory text shall always accompany
any use of the trademarks, unless an exception is given for space constraints.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used in a way that could cause confusion,
misinterpretation or loss of credibility to the FSC certification scheme.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used in a way that implies by design or
omission that FSC endorses, participates in or is responsible for activities
performed by the organization outside the scope of the FSC certification
system.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used by FSC members or supporters
(global or national) to promote their support or membership. Such individuals
or organizations shall first qualify for a trademark license according to one of
the categories available in this document or as FSC certificate holders.

The FSC trademarks refer only to the origin of timber-based or non-timber
forest products which are covered by FSC certification standards, and no use
of the trademark in relation to certified products shall imply otherwise.

The use of FSC trademarks shall not imply that FSC is responsible for the
production of any products, documents or promotional materials.

The FSC trademarks shall not seem to promote product quality aspects not
covered by FSC certification.

When the FSC logo is used together with other logos referring to
environmental or quality standards the clearance area shall be respected and
the proportions shall be equivalent. If there is any doubt about the
acceptability of other logos and trademarks, they shall be referred to the TSP.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used on any stationery templates, business
cards or email templates by any organization unless otherwise stated in this
standard.

Trademark licensees shall not create or use any designs confusingly similar to
the FSC logo.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used together with the marks of other forest
certification systems in a way which implies equivalence.

For example, when brochures include products certified by other
forest certification systems, the FSC trademarks, other
requirements and any associated text should be clearly
separated from marks or text relating to other systems.

A product such as printed material which carries an FSC label shall not
promote other forest certification systems within the publication.

A printed publication shall not include any claim that it is printed on FSC paper
unless it is printed and labeled by an FSC certified printer or is covered by a
certificate holder’s outsourcing agreement. Any such claims or references
constitute an infringement of the FSC trademarks.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used in website domain names except by
FSC and its regional or national offices.

The name “Forest Stewardship Council” shall not be translated, but may be
added in brackets in another language if required.

The use of any FSC trademark shall be directly accompanied by the
trademark symbols ® or " (in superscript font) which represent the registration
status of an FSC trademark in a country in which FSC certified products or
promotional or educational materials are to be distributed. The symbol is an
intrinsic part of the logo, and shall be added to “FSC” or “Forest Stewardship
Council” for the first use in any text. The registration status of the FSC
trademarks for the respective country is listed in Annex 1.

If the organization wishes to include more information about FSC in any
materials, this shall be approved by the TSP.

The organization shall submit artwork of all new reproductions of FSC
trademarks to the TSP for approval. Repeat uses may not require pre-
approval if in the opinion of the TSP the license holder has demonstrated a
record of correct use and in this case an agreement shall be made for
periodic review.

FSC reserves the right to suspend or terminate permission to use the FSC
trademarks if the organization is failing to comply with the FSC trademark
requirements as set out in this standard. The interpretation of these rules is at
the sole discretion of FSC.

Organizations (i.e. those which are not required to have chain of
custody certification) wishing to promote FSC products shall first apply
for a trademark license through the TSP.

All products which are intended to be promoted as FSC certified shall
carry the appropriate FSC on product label and be sourced directly
from an organization with a valid chain of custody certificate and
identified as FSC certified on accompanying sales documents.

Evidence shall be provided to verify that all the products which the
licensee wishes to promote are eligible according to 2.1.2 above. This
shall be in the form of invoices from the supplier showing the chain of
custody certificate number of the supplier and clearly indicating which
products are covered. Where this is not possible (e.g. because
products have not yet been purchased) a signed letter from the
supplier shall be provided listing the FSC labeled products to be
supplied, confirming that they are in fact labeled, and stating their CoC
number and the license code on the product label. All evidence must
be sent from the supplier and be on their standard, signed letterheads
or business templates.

If the evidence is in a language that the TSP cannot understand, a
translation should be provided.

An organization not in possession of a valid chain of custody certificate
shall not apply the FSC labels to any product or its packaging.
Retailers and brand owners may request FSC certified suppliers and
contracting organizations to incorporate the FSC label into their
product or packaging design in accordance with the graphic rules
given in FSC-STD-50-001. No FSC trademark may be used as part of
a product name.

Trademark licensees shall not include statements that products are
FSC certified, with or without the license code, in any sales documents.
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2.1.6 Trademark licensees shall not use their supplier’s product labels or
license codes in any promotional materials but shall always use the
license code supplied to them by FSC together with the graphic rules
given in this standard. No promotional artwork resembling an FSC
product label (for example, by including a label title within a
promotional panel border) shall be used.

Label titles or other information on material content, such as
percentage of recycled or FSC material (where this can be
substantiated) may be included in descriptive text.

2.1.7 Trademark licensees who are retailers of FSC products shall not affix
promotional materials which include FSC product labels to products or
their packaging, even where these already have an FSC label applied
by the supplier (see 2.1.4). They may however affix leaflets or tags
promoting their FSC products or the FSC system in general, and these
shall include the retailer’s license code and follow the graphic rules
given in this standard.

2.1.8 The FSC trademarks shall not be incorporated into the organization’s
brand marking (see graphic rules).

2.1.9 Any promotional materials which refer to FSC products in general, or
which promote FSC as a system or the licensee’s commitment to
supplying FSC products, shall include the statement “Look for the FSC
label on our products” or equivalent approved wording.

In-store and website promotions should take care to avoid giving the
impression that products without an FSC label are also from
responsible forest sources (e.g. other uncertified garden furniture on
display). Appropriate staff training is advised.

2.1.10 Directories and trade bodies: Organizations such as these which
provide a listing or “shop window” for suppliers of FSC products but
which do not themselves sell any products may apply to become
trademark licensees. The suppliers may be either FSC certificate
holders or licensed retailers.

i. Each supplier featured shall obtain approval for trademark use
within its directory entry, web page or advertisement from the
certification body or TSP as appropriate.

iil. The license applicant shall provide a list of the FSC certificate
holders or registered retailers covered by the proposed publicity
materials, together with their license codes, to the TSP.

iii. The FSC trademarks may be used in directories, websites etc. to
indicate the FSC suppliers. Wording such as “FSC products
available from suppliers showing this logo” shall be used to make it
clear that not all members or their products may be FSC certified.

2.1.11 Holding and mother companies and organizations with several

certificates: Where an organization (which does not itself require
CoC) owns several certified companies, or where certified branches of

the same organization do not have a common license code and multi-
site certification, the organization with overall responsibility for the
group shall apply directly to the FSC Trademark Service Unit and may
use the FSC trademarks as follows:

i. Alicense agreement shall be signed with FSC.
ii. All CBs shall be informed.

iii. Where there are both certified and non-certified operations, the
trademarks shall not be used in such as way as to seem to apply
to the organization as a whole.

Multi-national and complex organizations (i.e. those not required to
have chain of custody certification) shall apply directly to the FSC
Trademark Service Unit for a trademark license. The TSU will then
liaise with any national TSPs in whose territory products are to be
promoted.

i. Where there is one central office, and materials are the same (or
the same other than being in direct translation) for all countries, a
single license agreement shall be signed with the FSC TSP for
that country (where present).

ii. Where each country is responsible for its own materials, a
separate license agreement and approval of materials for each is
required.

iii. Where one organization has several divisions each with its own
name or brand, and different materials are produced for each, a
separate license and approval of materials for each division is
required.

2.2 Organizations using FSC products in their business or activities

This section applies to organizations (either commercial or non-profit)
which use (as opposed to sell) FSC certified products or which promote
the use of FSC products with no commercial interest in the sale.
Examples include:

¢ Organizations using FSC labeled printed materials

e Organizations using FSC furniture or fittings

e Organizations with FSC certified premises

2.2.1 Where an organization wishes to promote its own use of FSC certified
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products an application may be made to use the FSC trademarks in
reports and publicity under the following conditions:

The company shall prepare a written environmental policy or sign a
statement provided by FSC which includes a commitment to sourcing
FSC products and (where relevant) to supplying FSC products.
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ii. Companies whose primary trading activity is in forest products of any
kind shall not use the FSC trademarks in a misleading or
disproportionate way that could imply that they trade in FSC products.
FSC reserves the right to withhold permission to use the trademarks
from such companies if they do not have FSC certification or retailer
registration.

ii. All products shall be sourced directly from FSC certified suppliers and
verification in the form of invoices with FSC certification details must
be provided to the TSP (as in 2.1.4 above).

iv. Products which will be circulated to consumers (such as business
documents or publicity materials) shall carry the FSC label.

v. Products such as office furniture which are not circulated do not need
to be individually labeled but invoices shall be provided as above.

vi. Any use of the FSC trademarks, or text about the company’s
commitment to FSC, shall specify what FSC products are currently
used.

vii. This section shall only apply to construction materials or buildings
used for branches, shops, offices or their internal fixtures when these
are covered by FSC chain of custody certification of the construction
company or by project certification.

2.2.2 Non-profit organizations carrying out promotion of the FSC system
may use the FSC trademarks to promote use of FSC construction
materials in displays and structures (stands at fairs, “model houses”
etc.). They shall provide evidence to the TSP to verify that the
materials have been donated or supplied by FSC certificate holders.

2.3 Commercial organizations advising or specifying use of FSC products

This section applies to
e Architects who specify FSC timber
e Designers who recommend use of FSC paper and printers to their
clients

2.3.1 Organizations such as designers or architects with no commercial
interest in the sale of FSC products may apply to use the FSC
trademarks to encourage their customers to buy FSC products.

2.3.2 Text provided or approved by FSC shall be used to make it clear that
use of FSC materials is subject to the client ordering and verifying
supply of such materials.

i. Designers shall only apply to use the FSC trademarks if they can
provide evidence that they place work with FSC certificate holders and

recommending use of FSC timber is included in specifications.

2.6.3 No use of the FSC trademarks on promotional materials or stationery
and documents including business cards is permitted.

2.7.1 Use of the FSC trademarks is freely allowed if in the opinion of FSC
the material is not intended or likely to bring FSC into disrepute.

2.7.2 Each permission to use the trademarks is granted for a single use only.

2.7.3 Where possible a draft of any article or material mentioning FSC
should be provided before publication. If not, a final copy is requested.

2.7.4 A license agreement or code is not required. Instead an
acknowledgement of receipt of FSC trademarks is to be signed.

2.7.5 While use of a promotional statement is advised, it is not mandatory.

2.8 FSC network

This section applies to

2.8.1 National Initiatives shall have signed an agreement with FSC IC before
using the trademarks.

2.8.2 The trademarks may be used on stationery, business cards, publicity
materials, websites and promotional items etc. to promote the FSC
system, projects and activities.

The license code shall be used on FSC certificates and in any publicity,
training materials, documents etc. issued by the CB in connection with
FSC certification.

The FSC trademarks shall not be used at the top of stationery
templates or publicity materials.

If the CB logo or mark is used on product together with the FSC label,
it shall not dominate the FSC label in size or prominence.

3 Graphic rules and promotional texts
3.1 These are the promotional elements:
i. The FSC logo
i. The license code (where required), in the format FSC® N#####
iii. The promotional statement “The mark of responsible forest
management”, “Responsible forest management” or other text
approved by FSC
iv. The FSC website address www.fsc.org (or FSC TSP website)
3.2 The font of the text for the promotional panel is Arial Unicode MS or as
provided by FSC. When only the minimum promotional elements (these are
the logo and the license code) are used the font for the license code may be

matched with the font of the other text in the promotional material.

3.3 Where use of the FSC logo is not possible (e.g. in text or in small items) either
‘FSC™ or ‘Forest Stewardship Council™ may be used.

3.4  The trademark symbol shall be chosen for the logo, initials FSC and name
Forest Stewardship Council as given in Annex 1. For the initials and name, it
need only appear with the first use if in a body of text.

3.5 The promotional statement may be omitted for space reasons or when FSC is
defined or explained in accompanying text.

3.6 The promotional elements may be used in either of the following ways:

a) The promotional panel as provided by FSC:

3.9 Positive green is the standard preferred color. The green color shall be as
follows:

3.11 If the print process uses a limited number of colors the FSC logo can appear
transparent on a solid color non patterned background, provided that the
contrast is sufficient to allow clear visibility of the logo. In this case, the logo
and border (if used) shall appear only in black or white.

3.12 There shall be enough clear space surrounding the logo to ensure that it

remains uncluttered. The minimum space is calculated by using the height of
the FSC initials of the logo.

The FSC logo shall not be placed in an outline, design or border (other than
the border design provided) so as to make it appear that these are part of the
design.

The FSC logo shall not be placed on strong patterns or images. Slight
shading or faint patterns may be acceptable if they do not interfere with the
logo.

The logo shall not be reproduced less than 10mm high (measuring from the
top of the tree to base of letters FSC).

Where the trademarks are being used to identify specific products in a

catalogue or in a website, the panel (or the elements) may appear just once
and each item may be identified by any one of the three trademarks.

Products which carry the FSC MIX or RECYCLED labels shall not be
promoted as coming solely from responsibly managed or well-managed
forests. They may be described for example as being “from sources that meet
FSC'’s strict standards for forest management, recycled content and controlled
wood.”

Use of the word “sustainable”: FSC’s preferred term is "responsible”, e.g.
“responsible forestry” or "responsibly managed forests”.

All text describing or referring to FSC requires prior approval of the TSP.
Translations of standard promotional statements and other texts will be
provided by FSC as they become available. Where they are not available, the
trademark licensee may provide a translation and the assistance of FSC
national offices is encouraged where this is available.

The following are not allowed:

a) Changing the logo proportions

b) Making the logo appear to be part of other information such as
environmental claims not relevant to FSC certification

c) Placing the logo within another border or shaped background
d) Using more than two colors for the promotional panel

e) Changing the shape of the border or background

f) Rotating the logo or the promotional panel

g) Violating the clear space around the logo or the promotional panel
(measured by the height of letters FSC which form part of the logo)

h) Combining the logo or the label with the user's own branding in a way
which implies association or which overlaps with the FSC logo or
promotional panel

i) Placing the logo or promotional panel on a patterned background

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Annex 2: Terms and definitions

Certificate:
FSC certificate issued by an accredited certification body. Controlled wood (CW) only
certificates do not carry any right to use the FSC trademarks (see Organization).

Chain of custody (CoC):
The path taken by raw materials, processed materials and products, from the forest
(and/or recycled sources) to the consumer, including all the successive stages of
processing, transformation, manufacturing and distribution.

Controlled wood:
Wood or fiber which is identified by a company for the exclusion of unacceptable
sources, as defined in FSC-STD-40-005 Company evaluation of controlled wood.

FSC certified:
A product, process or service that has been certified by an FSC accredited
certification body as being in compliance with an applicable FSC endorsed standard.

FSC Global Development (FSC GD):
A company wholly owned by FSC A.C. responsible for controlling use of the FSC
trademarks. Its role is to support continued growth of demand for FSC products and
to support credible, accurate marketing and promotion of FSC products by the global
network of certificate holders, partners and others.

FSC label:
Graphic design, consisting of the FSC logo plus other required elements for on
product uses of the FSC trademarks. FSC labels are provided to authorized users via
the label generator.

FSC Trademark License Agreement:

The legal document signed by the organization permitting use of the FSC trademarks
(the ‘Licensed Material’).

FSC trademark license code:

Identification code issued to organizations that have signed an FSC License
Agreement. It is in the form FSC™ X####t#. It is used to identify the organization on
the FSC license holder database and must accompany any use of the FSC
trademarks.

FSC trademarks:
FSC has three registered trademarks: a) the FSC “checkmark-and-tree” logo, b) the
initials “FSC”, and c) the name “Forest Stewardship Council”.

Organization:
Registered legal entity that has signed an FSC Trademark License Agreement

Product label:
Any FSC label included in printed packaging or marking attached or applied to a
product, such as tags, stencils, heat brands, retail packaging, protective packaging or
plastic wrap. Additional promotional uses of the FSC trademark are not covered by
this definition.
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FSC International Standard

Project certification:

One-off, site specific standard for construction projects. See STD-40-006 Project
Certification for details.

Promotional panel:
The FSC logo and promotional statement, editable to include the user’s license code,
in a prescribed layout and with a border, available on the label generator. A smaller
version without the promotional statement is also provided.

Trademark Service Provider (TSP):
Organization (such as FSC National Initiative) appointed by FSC to sublicense use of
the FSC trademarks in a certain territory and to provide services including the
approval, control and monitoring of the FSC trademarks. In any territory where there
is no TSP available then the FSC Trademark Unit takes direct responsibility.
Previously termed ‘Nominated Agent’.

Trademark Service Unit (TSU):
Part of FSC GD with global responsibility to provide primary guidance of the FSC
trademark approval process. The TSU establishes and maintains TSP contracts and
monitoring.
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
