FSC stands for Forest 
Stewardship Council. 
The FSC is a system 
that checks whether 
forests around the world 
are being looked after 
carefully and sustainably.

It is not just the timber 
that is important. In 
FSC-certified forests, 
wildlife is really 
important too.

Be a wildlife detective 
and search for clues 
left behind by animals 
and birds:
• a feather
• a nut or chewed cone

Count how many times 

you see the Forestry 

Commission logo during 

your visit to the forest.this...Try

The Forestry Commission looks after 

more than 1500 woods and forests in 

England and all of them are FSC-certified.

When trees are cut down 
in FSC-certified forests, 
new trees are planted or 
seeds are allowed to grow 
naturally.

how old the tree was 
when it was cut down

• �look for the smallest tree 
and the tallest tree
